Every year PIM members take a summer trip to some of the most claimed
“haunted” locations in the United States. This year PIM will be investigating
two locations. First will be Edinburgh Manor in Scotch Grove, lowa.

The town of Edinburgh was originally the county seat of Jones County. In
June 1840, the land located at section 36 in Wayne Township was originally
deeded for courthouse purposes with the grant being signed by President Bu-
chanan. Shortly after this grant the county seat was changed from Edinburgh
and the commissioners kept the grant for the establishment of the county poor
farm. Described as a "comfortable retreat for the lazy, able-bodied and will-
ingly dependent applicants," the poor farm housed the poor, incurably insane
and disabled. Tenants were given shelter and food for their labor. They would
farm agriculture and livestock. The poor farm was in operation from 1850-
1910 and in that time there were over 80+ documented deaths on the property.

In 1910, the poor farm closed down and was demolished. Edinburgh Manor
was then constructed from 1910-1911 to house the incurably insane, the poor
and the elderly. Edinburgh Manor, also referred to as The Manor, was in oper-
ation until November 2010.

Medical documents and personal belongings can still be found in The Manor.
When the last patients and employees left the building in 2010, they never re-
turned.

There is so much mystery to Edinburgh Manor and it is claimed to be one of
the most haunted locations in the state of lowa. Some of the claims of activity
are the sounds of footsteps, shadow figures have been seen, a disembodied
voice of a female calling out, and a
dark entity named “the joker” has
been seen and people have claimed
that he has inflicted physical harm to
them.

PIM is very excited to announce that Friday October 14th (the night before the Milwaukee Paranormal Conference) we will be hosting a public investi-
gation at the Historic Milwaukee Theatre. We completely sold out and we are five months away!! Since this event is so popular we decided to add a
limited amount of tickets for a second session that will run from midnight - 2:00 am.

October 14th will mark the 104th anniversary of the shooting of Theodore Roosevelt in 1912. He was shot at close range by a saloon keeper while greet-
ing the public in front of the Gilpatrick Hotel. The .32 caliber bullet failed to mortally wound the President because it’s force was slowed by a glasses
case and bundle of manuscript in his breast pocket. Roosevelt refused to seek medical attention until after he delivered his scheduled speech at the Mil-
waukee Theatre with the bullet still in his chest. He spoke for nearly an hour during which he pulled out his torn and bloodstained manuscript from his
breast pocket and proclaimed “you see, it takes more than one bullet to kill a Bull Moose”.

The Theatre also reportedly plays host to four spirits that seem to like the building so much they decided to stay. Rumor has it that two are the souls of
people shot in a murder/suicide at a 1932 baby chick (yes baby chick) convention held at the Theatre. Also an employee claims to see a woman in black
in the woman’s bathroom. Last year during a public investigation at the Theatre one of PIM’s members witnessed a bathroom stall door slam shut on
it’s own. No living beings were in the area of the stall door when this occurred. Shadow figures and other phenomena has been reported as well. An-
other PIM member reported seeing a black figure walk through the sound booth located in the theatre as well. Upon further investigation no living being
was in the booth at the time and it would have been impossible to sneak in and out without notice. Who knows
what will happen during this investigation!

Poltergeist (2015)

Director Gil Kenan and producer Sam Raimi try hard to recapture the magic that the original Poltergeist manifested way back in 1982. Sadly, it fails to
deliver anything close. The film centers on the Bowen family, a cash strapped struggling clan looking to set up roots in a new home. After purchasing
a foreclosed home for a bargain price, they move in and the fun begins right away. Eric Bowen (Sam Rockwell) is the father and center of the family.
His performance is the clear winner for the film, his quirkiness kept the film from being a complete bore. The youngest daughter, Madison (Kennedi
Clements) is the Carol Anne of the film. She begins to talk to her "imaginary" friends, sadly Clements just doesn't have the charm that Heather
O'Rourke had in the original. Of course the iconic TV scene is there, the line "They're here" is there but, we just don't feel the emotional kick that was
in the original. That's one of the problems with remakes, they copy verbatim classic lines that just can't be reproduced with any positive results.

After settling in, the Bowen parents are invited to a dinner party and leave oldest daughter Kendra (Saxon Sharbino) in charge babysitting. Brother,
Griffin (Kyle Calett) Goes through his battle with the infamous clown doll and, is attacked by the tree, as in the original. Again, it isn't new or original,
it just makes you roll your eyes. Madison is then abducted by the specters, in the closet that is apparently a gateway to purgatory. Things move along
quickly as the family contacts a paranormal investigation group at a local college. No where near as cool as Ghostbusters but, it's the same idea.

The team investigate the house and, decide to bring in a rock star caliber investigator Carrigan Burke (Jared Harris) who, is a very pale comparison to
the late Zelda Rubenstein's Tangina. Burke is a television celebrity whose appearance is just so generic and corny. The climactic battle scene at the end
is original and does differ from the original and, really isn't horrible. If only the film as a whole had more original ideas it would have faired better.
Remakes don't have to copy scenes, there is room to tell the same story with originality. Writer David Lindsay-Abaire tried to take Steven Spielberg's
story and tell it with his own flair. Sadly, his flair for writing is geared towards animated features for DreamWorks Animation. Poltergeist isn't origi-
nal, it isn't fun, it isn't scary, it just isn't any good. Stick with the original, it tells it's story the right way. This remake just wasn't needed.
